» 1:30 pm: The CN Tower - Rocket 58 seconds in one of the elevators to the Lookout Level 346 m
above the Toronto skyline! Experience a new perspective of the most spectacular views in Toronto
with floor-to-ceiling panoramic window walls and a glass floor with visibility up to 160 km away.

» 4:45 pm: Walking tour and photo opportunities of famous Toronto landmarks such as Nathan
Phillips Square, Yonge Dundas Square, Queens Quay, Harbour front, City Place and parklands around
